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Rewarding Reflections
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Known as the “Father of Black History,” Woodson (1875-1950) was the son of former slaves, and understood how important gaining a proper education is when striving to secure and make the most out of one’s divine right of freedom.
He began his
 formal education 
at the age of 20.  He earned a high school diploma in West Virginia; and his bachelor 
and master’s degrees from the University
 
of Chicago.  In 1912, Woodson became the second
 
African American to earn 
a Ph.D. from Harvard University. 
Dr. Woodson began
 teaching black students in the 
District of Columbia’s public schools and at Howard University.
I
n 1926, Dr. Woodson initiated the celebration of Negro
 History Week.
